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Since 1980, Communities United For Action has brought together people directly impacted 
by economic or environmental injustice to form a powerful voice for Hamilton County’s low 
and moderate-income citizens.   
Mission:  CUFA uses the power of diverse, grassroots people to create a strong voice for 
low- and moderate-income residents and to build thriving, sustainable communities for all.

Some of CUFA’s victories include:
· Won the nation’s first municipal Environmental Justice Ordinance to protect communities from high concentrations of polluting industries.

· Won a Customer Assistance Program to help low-income senior homeowners pay 
their sewer bills.  CUFA is working to expand the program to all low-income residents, people with disabilities, and those experiencing temporary hardships.

· Improvements to the Sewer Backup Response Program, such as a extending the requirement to report backups to within 48 hours and notifications in every sewer bill.

· Won a Vacant Foreclosed Building Ordinance to hold banks accountable for maintaining their vacant properties in the City.  Through this program, over 800 vacant residential properties have been reported and received action from the City.
· Won City’s curbside recycling program as an alternative to a mass burn incinerator.

· Negotiated Community Reinvestment Agreements with the major banks to make money available for home and business loans in low and moderate income communities resulting in investments of over $800 million in these neighborhoods.  
· Won closing of Waste Management’s ELDA Landfill in Winton Hills.

· Meetings with Cabinet members – the US Attorney General, the Secretary of the Environmental Protection Agency, and the Secretary of the Department of Housing 
and Urban Development.  These meetings produced more programs to make low 
and moderate income neighborhoods more livable.
