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Mary mamed retuming soldier Lawrence Cleves Huckaby on August 19, 1943 and began
constructing a homestead on that lll. The one bedroom frame house where he and Mary
eventually mused daughters Carole and Barbara had no hot or cold water, a coal stove and an
outhouse. Over the years he added indoor plumbing, a heat pump, an extra bedroom, a kitchen, a
garage, central air and a swimming pool. They built an entire house around the onginal one
bedroom frame. The couple acquired adjacent lots where Larry built sheds, kept bees and
managed extensive gardens. Mary was always there with a cold beer, a requested tool or a piece
of advice. As a reward for their efforts the private drive is now named Huckaby Lane.

The Huckabys were active in the community and in their congregation always prepared to offer
labor and bushels of fresh produce. Mary was a Golden Gurl at Bethel Baptist Church and active
with the Bond Hill Semior Group. Larry was a Deacon at Bethel.
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
